At UP International College New Zealand, we are focused on equipping students with the knowledge
and skills required to be successful at university and beyond.

Teaching staff

Our teaching staff bring a wide range of relevant

skills and experiences. Some come from high school
teaching, others from university settings, and many from
professional industries. A significant number have also
taught overseas in international colleges. Around 25%
of our teachers hold PhDs, with many of these earned at
New Zealand universities.
